
Chief, IntegratedEthics 
This is a new, senior position in our Washington, DC office (VA Headquarters).  The position is open to non-clinicians who qualify as a GS-14/15 Supervisory Health Systems Specialist and clinicians who are eligible for a Title 38 appointment.   This is a time-limited (4-year) appointment.
The Chief, IntegratedEthics reports to the Chief Ethics in Health Care Officer, through the Deputy Chief Officer, and works with stakeholders, staff, and committees throughout VHA.  This position has lead responsibility for the development and management of all aspects of the major national project called “IntegratedEthics” and for ensuring adoption of IntegratedEthics concepts and materials throughout all VHA medical centers and clinics, from the “bedside to the boardroom.”  
IntegratedEthics (IE) is an education and organizational change initiative developed by the Ethics Center to improve ethics quality in health care.  It is a major, national project with multiple stakeholders and high visibility both inside and outside of VA.  Its adoption throughout VA’s nationwide system of hospitals and other health care facilities will transform ethics practice.
