The National Center for Ethics in Health Care is VHA's primary office for addressing the complex ethical issues that arise in patient care, health care management, and research. Our role is to clarify and promote ethical health care practices throughout VHA and nationwide. Guided by the premise that ethics is essential to quality, we serve as a resource center for VHA leaders and staff on issues in clinical, organizational, and research ethics. The main office of the Center is located at VA headquarters in Washington, DC, with two other offices in New York City and Seattle, WA.
IntegratedEthics (IE) is an education and organizational change initiative developed by the Ethics Center to improve ethics quality in health care.  It is a major, long-term, and highly visible initiative that directly supports VHA strategic goals and supports several national policies for which the Ethics Center is responsible.  

Title:  IntegratedEthics Manager for Ethics Consultation

Description:  The incumbent is responsible for managing field-based implementation of the Ethics Consultation function of the IntegratedEthics initiative, and making significant contributions to the IE initiative as a whole.  He/She will be responsible for disseminating specific health care ethics consultation methods and techniques developed as part of the IE initiative.  The incumbent’s clinical, program management, technical, administrative, writing and analytic skills directly support the implementation and continuous quality improvement of ethics consultation. As a member of the consultation team, he/she will directly participate in day-to-day work processes (e.g., scheduling meetings, creating meeting agendas, summarizing and disseminating meeting notes, and coordinating logistics with other offices including VA’s Employee Education System) that support assigned responsibilities and the overall team.  

The incumbent also serves as a member of the Ethics Center’s ethics consultation team, responding to individual consultations, and contributing to the analysis and improvement of consultation practices and approaches used by the Ethics Center and VA facilities. 
Day-to-day (local) supervision and direction on ethics consultation is provided by the Chief, Ethics Consultation.  Programmatic direction on IE matters is provided by the Chief, IntegratedEthics.  Work is typically carried out in collaboration with others but with a high degree of independence.  The incumbent applies clinical knowledge and experience, knowledge of ethics concepts and issues, and superb communication skills to support and advance the Ethics Center’s mission and programs.  These activities are national in scope.
The incumbent will provide clinical care up to 0.2 FTEE (1 day per week or equivalent).

Location:  This position will be located in the Center’s New York, NY office.
Salary:  Based on qualifications and experience.

Qualifications:  This position will be filled through VA’s Title 38 and Hybrid Title 38 hiring authority for physicians, nurses, and certain other clinical occupations.  Applicants must have a degree obtained from an approved professional school and, if applicable, a current, full, unrestricted license and must have completed graduate level training from an accredited academic institution in bioethics, philosophy, law, health policy, or a related field. The incumbent’s record must provide evidence of progressive responsibility and effective leadership, including critical thinking, highly developed communication skills, consensus building, and sound judgment.  The incumbent’s publications, presentations, and projects address issues that are relevant to health care ethics.  The incumbent’s roles in ethics consultation and program development have demonstrated leadership. The incumbent must possess strong clinical knowledge as well as knowledge of applied ethics and be highly experienced in performing health care ethics consultation.  The incumbent must be a U.S. citizen.
